 THE MASTERS MESSAGE 
At our September Stated Communication the members decided by 

majority vote to cut off the water supply to ‘Garnet Falls’.  In case 

you haven’t been to the Lodge recently we have a leak in the metal 

roof that was causing water to flow through the ceiling of the entry 

room into the Lodge room.  Part of the ceiling tiles inside have actu-

ally come down and whenever it rains we put out the bucket to catch 

the water. 

There was much discussion about how to take care of the problem 

ranging from patch the leak which would solve the problem for a few 

years to replace or cover over the entire roof effectively solving the 

problem for many, many years.  As I said there was much discussion 

and at times it was relatively contentious.  The final decision was to 

cover over the roof with wooden frame and then put on asphalt shin-

gles.  Obviously this is a more expensive option than just patching 

and I believe that is where the discussion centered, the cost. 

The decision to cover the roof rather than just patch is much more 

than just a nuts and bolts decision about the building however.  I be-

lieve it shows the optimism  that the members feel for the future of 

Masonry in White Bear Lake and Minnesota.  Masonry, and specifi-

cally Garnet Lodge, has been a part of White Bear Lake since 1886 

when the Lodge was chartered.  Our members have been a part of 

White Bear history throughout that time, helping the community 

grow and flourish.  With over two hundred members in the Lodge 

right now, we will be a presence in White Bear for many years to 

come.  Our Masonic Center needs to be the home for our endeavors.  

The youngest member of the Officers line is currently 23 years old.  

He and the other younger members can rest assured that with the 

steps we are taking today to update and improve the building it will 

be there for them when they are in their 60’s and 70’s.  Masonry will 

always have a presence in White Bear and that’s as it should be.
