 Do you seriously declare upon your honor...that you are prompted to solicit the 

privileges of Masonry by a favorable opinion conceived of the Institution, a de-

sire of knowledge, and a sincere wish of  being serviceable to your fellow crea-

tures?  Every Mason was asked this and other questions before being allowed to 

even enter a Lodge room for his First Degree. 

How did you learn of Masonry?  Most would have had some family relation 

somewhere along the line that was involved in Masonry, but usually not much 

about the Institution was imparted by that person., Masonic “secrecy” and all.  

Perhaps friends or co-workers were members and talked to you in general terms.  

Perhaps you did some research on the internet or library to get some information 

about the Craft.  Generally you took the initiative though and found out what it 

would take to join and what the Institution was.  If you did not have “a favorable 

opinion” you would not have asked to join. 

You answered yes to a „desire of knowledge‟ and while that may not have been 

completely known to you at the time, you came to understand that „knowledge‟ 

encompassed many facets: about the Grand Architect of the Universe, the Craft, 

mankind in general and more specifically knowledge of yourself.  The knowl-

edge you gained when you first petitioned the Lodge whetted your appetite for 

more info about the Craft.  But as we watch the beautiful ceremonies within the 

Lodge we realize that there are meanings within it that teach us how to live our 

lives and become better men and Masons.  We should never stop learning and 

we should always help a Brother to learn. 

We must be doing something right because as this message goes to press we 

have six (6) Petitioners for Degrees this fall, with a possible two more to come 

in.  These men have petitioned us for membership because they have “a favor-

able opinion conceived of the Institution” and it is our duty to provide the best 

that Masonry can offer.  We must allow them the opportunity to learn more as 

we have and at the same time we will expand our knowledge of the Craft and of 

ourselves. 

It will be a busy second half of the year but with everyone's help we will bring 

these good men into the Lodge so they too can become better,  not better then 

others but better than they were before they came to us.
